Deacon’s Digest 
Holiness 
You’ve heard enough from me and others lately about our building 
campaign, so I thought I would give you a break from that this 
week and talk about something more important.  What could be 
more important, you ask?  Your holiness, that’s what.  If you ask 
theologians and Church leaders to sum up the message of the 
Second Vatican Council in just a few words, most of them will say 
“the universal call to holiness”.   There was a time in our Church 
when people believed that the only ones called to holiness were 
clergy and nuns.  They thought the laity were just called to show 
up at Mass on Sundays and count on the priests and sisters to 
pray for them.  The Second Vatican Council sought to “fix” that 
thinking by exhorting all Catholics to a life of holiness.  Each and 
every one of us will be called to account for our very own deeds 
and misdeeds.  Each of us will judged on our own merits, not 
those of others.   
In today’s Gospel, we are given two wonderful examples of holy 
lives—Mary and Elizabeth.  Mary has just found out she will bear a 
son by the power of the Holy Spirit.  Elizabeth, who is old and 
thought to be barren, is six months pregnant with a son, John the 
Baptist.   
Mary (the first human being to believe in Jesus Christ without ever 
having seen Him) arrives at the home of her cousin.  Elizabeth’s 
baby leaps for joy at the sound of Mary’s greeting and she re-
sponds, “Blessed are you among women, and blessed is the fruit 
of your womb.”  Elizabeth further displays her faith by saying “And 
how does this happen, that the mother of my Lord should come to 
me?”    
What wonderful models both of these women are for us today.  
They show their love for each other and for God by the simple 
awareness they have of Jesus’ presence among them and in 
them.  It is evident that they are following the commandment to 
love the Lord with all their being and to love their neighbor as them 
selves. 
Two good ways for you and me to imitate them is first to believe 
solidly in Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior and to know that He is 
present among us.  The second is to repeat often the words of the 
angel Gabriel and of Elizabeth as you pray: “Hail Mary, full of 
grace, the Lord is with thee.  Blessed art thou among women and 
blessed is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus.” 
Make this last bit of Advent a time of peace, of joy, of watching and 
of waiting –in other words, a path to true and lasting holiness. 
May the peace of the Christ child abide in you throughout this holy 
season.
