Asking rightly

As parents, it’s always easier to give things to your kids
when they ask in a nice way. When they whine or demand,
it’s very easy to say NO. Sometimes, kids ask for things
that we know they don’t need or might even be harmful to
them. They may also ask for other things that they are sim-
ply not ready to handle yet.

In today’s 2nd Reading, James points out to the people that
the reason their prayers are not answered is because they do
not “ask rightly”. The people were asking for things just to
“spend on their own passions”.

If there is a wrong way to ask, there is probably a right way
as well—a way that God will honor and answer. If we ask
for things from God just to make our lives easier without
any thought of the damage those things might do to us or to
others, we are asking wrongly. If, however, our prayers are
directed toward growing in holiness, toward the salvation
of our souls and the souls of others, and include praise and
gratitude, we just might get God’s attention. Then, all we
have to do is wait for the answer.

God always answers prayers made with a humble and con-
trite heart. In my experience, He answers them in one of
three ways: “Yes,” “Not yet,” or “l have something better
in mind.”

When God says “yes,” it shows that your prayer is reason-
able, good for you and others, and is aligned with His will.
It’s the same way a good parent treats a child when they
ask for good things.

When God says “not yet,” He knows that what we’re ask-
ing for would not be good for us at this time. Sometimes
our children ask for things before they would be able to
handle them properly. We might tell them “not today—but
someday soon.”

Oftentimes God has something better for us than we could
ever imagine. We may ask for physical healing while He
knows what we really need is spiritual healing. We may
ask for peace in the world, but He knows that what we
really need is peace in our own hearts, families, and rela-
tionships.

The next time you pray for something, pay attention to the
way you ask and the way God answers. If you ask
“rightly”, that is, with a sincere and open heart, God will
answer. It’s up to us to pay attention and discern those an-
swers in our own lives.

Do you have enough to
eat, a place to sleep, clothes on your back and a roof over your
head? If you could answer “yes” to those you are better off than
80% of the rest of the world. Do you have electricity, running wa-
ter, a car, and food stored for tomorrow and the next day? That
means you're better off than 93% of the people on earth. Did you
ever think that you would be among the richest 7% of people?
God has blessed us abundantly!

In the next week or two, we will be contacting many of you to be a
part of our campaign team. We need people with all sorts of tal-
ents and abilities to do all sorts of jobs and assignments. Please
be generous with your time and talent. Above all, PRAY. Pray for
the intercession of our patroness, St. Katharine Drexel, that we will
be good stewards of God's gifts and blessings.
